Mixing diving and photography, Mrs Pang will be showcasing some of her underwater photographs 
along with greeting cards and a book depicting the beauty and splendour of the undersea kingdom 
taken during her diving trips around Asia. All sales proceed will be donated to the Singapore 
Association of the Visually Handicapped (SAVH).  
 
Said Mrs Pang, "I do underwater photography for pleasure and when I came to know of SAVH’s 
financial plight, I was determined to help SAVH raise fund through my photographs”. This 50-year 
old diving enthusiast also quipped that “like volunteering or doing charity work, one is never too old 
to learn how to dive!”.  
 
Praising such philanthropy move is Mr Edmund Wan, Executive Director of SAVH, “Margaret’s 
altruism and concern for the visually handicapped speaks great depth as she shows how much we 
do not know about the beautiful world beneath the land. These things make you appreciate nature 
even more, especially things which you are unaware of, when you see with your own eyes. 
Margaret turned her passion into helping the visually handicapped whom she knows will never be 
able to appreciate such beauty”.
